Rockin' Hens

Materials:

· Paper plates

· Yellow and orange paint, crayons, or markers

· Coloured construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Paper shreds

Instructions:

1. Give each child a paper plate to colour or paint orange and yellow. 

2. Have the children cut out eyes, feathers and a beak from the coloured construction paper, or do this ahead of time. Either use the templates or have the children design their own parts. You could also use googly eyes.
3. The children can fold their paper plates in half.

4. The beaks can be glued between the paper plates, to stick out a bit.

5. Glue the feathers and eyes on either side of the hen’s body.

6. The paper shreds can be glued all over the hen’s tail and body.

7. The hen can be rocked back and forth.

Really Funny Rooster
Materials:

· Styrofoam cup

· White tissue paper

· Tape

· Red and yellow construction paper

· White paper

· Scissors

· Yellow pipe cleaners

· Glue

· Crayons
· Dixie cup?


Instructions:

1. Have the children tear the tissue paper into small rectangular pieces for the rooster’s feathers.

2. Give each child a cup which they can flip upside down and glue the feathers to in a layered pattern.

3. Attach the Dixie cup to the top of the Styrofoam cup for the rooster’s head.

4. Print the template pieces for each child to cut out on red construction paper.

5. Either cut eyes out of white construction paper or just draw the eyes onto the cup.

6. Cut a beak out of the yellow construction paper.

7. Glue the template pieces and beak onto the rooster.

8. Each child will need two pipe cleaners. One is cut in half, and each half poked through the lower part of the rooster’s body in the front for legs.

9. The other pipe cleaner can be cut into smaller pieces to wrap around the legs and create feet.

10. The roosters can be further decorated with crayons if desired.
11. To make this craft easier, the Styrofoam cup could be used as the head and body without the Dixie cup.

Materials:

· Paper cup

Instructions:

1. Have the children cut a long piece of the white tissue paper, or do this beforehand.

2. The children wrap the paper around the cup so it is completely covered. NOTE- this step could be omitted if the cup is white to start with, to eliminate some pickiness.

3. Print out the cow face for each child to cut out, and have them cut out a small rectangle for the tail.

4. Fringe one side of the small rectangle vertically by making long vertical cuts side by side into it.
5. Have the children cut a rectangle out of the black construction paper about 3 inches long for the cow’s neck.

6. The children can also cut out several curvy black spots, either that they have drawn or could be drawn beforehand.

7. Give each child a black pipe cleaner cut in half. Wrap one end of the pipe cleaner around the small fringed white rectangle,

8. Glue or tape the other end of the pipe cleaner to the cup for the tale.

9. Have the children tape of glue the neck piece to the face. The neck piece can then be taped or glued onto the top of the cup. (The head should hang down and move around a bit).

10. Glue the black spots onto the cow.

11. If desired, the children can add further decorations and features, such as more facial features and a cow bell.

Craft for: Duck on a Bike

The Quacking Duck 
Materials:
· Plastic cup, yellow if possible

· One yard of thick cotton cording for each duck

· One piece of sponge, 1” x 2”

· Black permanent marker

· Small piece of yellow felt
Instructions:

1. If the cups are not yellow, the children could cover them with yellow paper.

2. Make two holes, one inch apart, at the bottom of each plastic cup, or have the children do this if they can.

3. String thread through each hole and knot ends together, leaving a 3-inch tail on the ends.

4. Using the remaining tail, tie a sponge to the string.
5. Lightly dampen sponge and wrap around top of strings.
6. Pull sponge firmly down string to make a quacking noise.
7. The children could also add a face to their quaking ducks.

Pipe Cleaner Duck

Materials: 
· 4 white pipe cleaners

· 1 orange pipe cleaner

· Googly eyes or markers

· Pencil

· Fingernail clippers

· Glue
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Instructions:

1. Connect 2 white pipe cleaners end to end. 
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2. Bundle the double pipe cleaner around a pencil to make the body. Bundle another white pipe cleaner to make a head. 
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3. Bend the orange pipe cleaner in half. Thread the folded end into the head and out through the bundle. 
4. Thread the body onto the orange pipe cleaner.

Bend the ends of the orange pipe cleaner into V-shaped feet. For wings, clip and bend two 3-inch sections of white pipe cleaner. 
6. Insert the wings into the body with a dab of glue (if you want) for extra strength. Glue on googly eyes or draw them with a marker.

Materials Needed:
· Construction Paper 

· Magazines 

· Scissors

Instructions:
1. Print each child a barn shape onto red construction paper to cut out.
2. Have the children cut several windows and doors in your barn as shown below. Do not cut out the windows and doors completely. Leave one side attached as illustrated by the dotted lines below. This will allow you to open and close the windows and doors. 
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3. Have the children glue their barns onto a large piece of construction paper.

4. The children can now put animals in their barns, behind the cut-out windows. They can either cut small animal pictures out of magazines, or draw their own animals.
5. The children can open and close the windows and doors to peek at the animals underneath them! 
6. If desired, the children can further decorate their barns and add in background scenery.

Roosting Chickens
Materials:

· White paper

· Feathers (paper or real)

· Crayons

· Straw or paper shreds

· Tape

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print a template for each child to cut out on the white paper.

2. Have the children decorate their roosters. They can add feathers, eggs, straw (paper shreds), and colour as desired.

3. The children can then bend the bottom band of their decorated roosters to form a circle which will allow the chicken to sit upright. Tape in place.

Pig Pen/Pencil
Materials:

· Pencil or pen

· One 1-inch pink pompom

· One ½-inch pink pompom

· Seven ¼-inch pink pompoms

· Tacky glue or hot glue

· Googly eyes

· Pink pipe cleaner

Instructions:

1. Start with a 1-inch pink pom-pom for the head and use tacky glue or hot glue to attach googly eyes and three ¼-inch pink pom-poms for ears and a snout. Allow the glue to dry, then add black marker nostrils to the pig's snout. Glue the pig's head to a 1 ½-inch pom-pom (the body). 
2. For the tail, fold a 5-inch length of pink pipe cleaner in half, then wind it around a pencil. Remove it from the pencil and glue the open end of the pipe cleaner to the body pom-pom. Allow the glue to dry.

3. Cover the tip of the pencil or pen cap with glue and press the pig body on top of it. When the glue has dried and the body is secure, glue on four ¼-inch pom-poms for legs. 
4. This craft could also be done without the pen, and just make the pig.
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Alternate Craft for: Oink?
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Paper Bag Pig

Materials:

· Paper
· Paper bag
· Pink paint or construction paper
· Scissors
· Glue 
· Something to colour with
Instructions:

1. Get familiar with the paper bag, while it is lying flat. The side that is smooth is the back of the pig. On the other side is a flippy tab, which is the pig’s head. Underneath of this tab is the mouth. There is a flap of paper on the sides of the bag, which is where the arms will be slipped into.

2. Print the template for each child to cut out and colour as necessary. The moustache and bow can be optional.
3. The children can either paint their bags pink or glue pink construction paper on the body, back, and head of the bags.
4. Lift the flap and glue the mouth on underneath it.
5. Glue the eyes, snout, ears and moustache (if you want one) onto the head.
6. You could put a cotton ball under the snout to make it stand out a bit from the head.
7. Lift the side tab and put on a spot of glue. Attach the arms (or just put the arm on the front of the bag). 
8. Glue the bow onto the head (girl) or on the body (boy).
9. Make the eyelashes.  Cut down the dotted lines. Use a pencil to curl them a bit and fold the tab to make it easier to glue the lashes to the pig. You can colour the back side with a black marker before you start cutting, if you like.
10. Cut the tail out in a spiral (follow the template dotted lines). Turn the bag over and glue the center of the spiral to the bag.  
11. You can decorate your pig further if you like.
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Craft for: Old MacDonald Had a Woodshop
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Woolly Sheep

Materials:
· White yarn

· Rectangle of stiff cardboard

· Rubber band 

· Scissors

· Black felt

· Glue

· Small gold bell

· Black pipe cleaner

· Red ribbon

Instructions:

1. To make the body, loosely wrap the yarn around the width of the rectangle until it has been covered at least three times. (The more yarn used, the fluffier the sheep's coat will be.) When finished, slide the yarn onto your fingers, gathering all the loops together. Using your other hand, put a rubber band around the loops, cinching it in the center like an hourglass. A short piece of yarn could also be used instead of the rubber band.

2. Cut the loops at both ends to make a pompom for the sheep’s body.

3. Have a face shape cut out of felt for each child. Glue the face and the bell onto one end of the sheep. 
4. Cut the pipe cleaner in half and thread the two pieces through the center of the sheep's body, so that they stick down on each side like legs. 
5. For a hanger, cut a 10-inch length of ribbon, fold it in two, and knot the two ends together. Thread the unknotted end of the loop through an embroidery needle, and then pull it up through the center of the sheep. 
6. This craft could easily be done without the bell or the ribbon for hanging.

7. Variations: 
For a more comical ewe, glue on wiggly eyes and a red nose.

Handprint Lamb
Materials:

· Black or grey construction paper

· Glue

· Scissors

· Cotton balls

· White pencil crayon or silver marker

· Optional: wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Have each child trace their handprint onto the black or grey paper, using the white pencil or silver marker. Their fingers should be slightly spread but the thumb should be out as far as possible, and their fingers are legs and thumb is head. 
2. Have the children cut out their handprint tracings.

3. The children can then glue cotton balls all over the handprint leaving the tips of the fingers and thumb cotton free.
4. Glue small wiggly eyes onto the head (tip of thumb) or use pencil crayon.

5. Use a white pencil crayon or silver marker to add a smile.

Horseshoes 
Materials:

· Heavy paper of cardstock

· Scissors

· Aluminum foil

· Glue or tape

· Something to use for a horseshoe pole
Instructions:

1. Print a couple horseshoe template onto the heavy paper or cardstock (or trace) for each child to cut out.

2. Have the children wrap the aluminum foil around the horseshoes to give a metallic look. Glue or tape in place if needed.
3. Set up something to use as a horseshoe pole.

4. The children can try tossing their horseshoes onto the pole.

Materials:
· Craft sticks

Instructions:

1. Print out the template pieces on white construction paper for each child to cut out.

2. Have the children glue or tape the cow ears to the cow face.

3. Measure where each child’s eyes will be behind their masks, and cut out eye holes.

4. Have the children cut out black spots and squiggly shapes from the black construction paper to glue onto their cows.

5. The children can further colour and decorate their masks as desired.

6. Attach a craft stick with tape or glue to the bottom of each mask for a handle.

Materials:
· Two-Cup Section from an egg carton (still attached) 

· Glue 

· Construction Paper 

· Scissors 

· Stapler 

· Crayons 

· Feathers, beads, or other misc. supplies (optional) 

Instructions:
1. Give each child a two-cup section from an egg carton.

2. Have the children bend their egg carton cups towards each other, rim to rim, to 
make an oval shape.

3. The egg carton cups can be glued or stapled together.

4. The children can create feet and a beak from the paper and attach to the birds.

5. They can colour their birds, add feathers, real or paper, beads for eyes, googly eyes, or whatever else is on hand.

Craft for: Something to Tell the Grandcows
CD Pig

Material:
· Old CDs, or heavy paper cut into CD-sized circles
· Felt and/or Construction Paper 

· Toilet Tissue or Paper Towel Roll 

· Paint 

· Yarn 

· Glue 

Instructions:
1. Give each child a 1 – 2 inch section of the toilet tissue or paper towel roll.

2. Have each child trace around the opening of the roll on paper, or do this ahead of time.

3. Each child can cut out the circle glue it on one end of the roll. 
4. Paint the roll and end pink. The children could also colour the roll and circle or cover with pink construction paper.
5. Give the children a CD, or CD-sized circle, which they can lay on top of pink felt or construction paper and trace around. 

6. This circle can be cut out and glued to the CD.

7. The pink toilet tissue or paper towel roll can be glued to the middle of the CD for the pig’s snout.

8. Give each child a print out of the templates for the ears and eyes. This can be printed on paper to glue directly to the pig, or to trace onto the felt.

9. Have the children glue the features to the pigs, and draw on nose holes.
10. The children could also colour on the eyes.

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Craft for: Storm is Coming

Paper Bag Stick Horses 
Materials:

· Large brown paper bags (or other suitable brown paper)

· Scissors

· Hot glue or staples

· Newspaper

· Long cardboard roll

· Something to colour with

Optional:

· Yarn

· Hole punch

Instructions:

1. Have two horse shapes on the brown paper for each child to cut out.

2. Have the children decorate the heads as desired.

3. Attach the heads together, leaving an opening at the end. This could be done with hot glue or staples. Alternatively, there could be holes punched in the side that the children can lace closed with yarn.

4. Have the children stuff their heads with newspaper.

5. Give each child a cardboard roll to stuff into the neck of the horse. Hot glue or staple this in place.

6. If desired, the children could make a mane out of yarn, or strips of paper. They could also use googly eyes.
7. Something sturdier than a cardboard roll, such as a stick, could be used to make a sturdier neck.
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Craft for: Tippy Toe Chick Go
Chick Yarn Bug
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Materials: 

· Yellow Yarn 

· Orange Craft Foam or construction paper

· Wiggle Eyes -- 20mm 

· 2-1/2" Styrofoam Ball 

· Three Yellow Feathers 

· Old 3½" Floppy Disk or Heavy Cardboard Cut to the Size of One 

· Tacky Glue 

· Scissors 
Instructions:

1. Make a pompom by wrapping yellow yarn around a 5" piece of cardboard at least 100 times. 
2. Cut a 6" piece of yarn and slide it under wrapped yarn. Tie tightly into a double knot.
3. Turn floppy over and cut completely through yarn on this side. Turn yarn blob sideways and smooth down strands. 

4. Press Styrofoam ball onto a hard surface to flatten bottom. (You can also use an egg carton section.) Cover the top and sides of the ball with tacky glue. Separate the strands of the pompom to fit the Styrofoam ball up inside. Press pompon into place. Arrange yarn.
5. Print any patterns your bug might need, either onto the orange construction paper or onto regular paper and trace onto the orange craft foam.
6. Glue the bottom of the Styrofoam ball on to the foam feet. 
7. Glue on eyes.
8. Use the feathers for the arms, one on each side. Put a small amount of glue on the end of each feather and poke into the chick. Alternatively, cut a yellow pipe cleaner in half. Use the template hands on either yellow construction paper or craft foam. Glue on hands. Poke the pipe cleaners into the bug for arms. Bend at the elbows. 
9. Curl two small triangles out of orange foam. Glue onto chick for beak. 
10. Push the last feathers into Styrofoam at the top of the chick.

Chick in Egg Cup

Materials:

· two cotton balls

· egg carton cup

· orange construction paper scrap

· two small wiggly eyes

· glue

· a tiny bit of yellow tempera paint or food color drops

· Ziploc or other plastic bag

Instructions:

1. The night before making the craft, put a bit of yellow tempera paint or yellow food color in a plastic bag.  Add a bit of water.  Don't use too much paint or your cotton balls will be crusty.  Just a wee bit will do.

2. Add as many cotton balls as you'll be using (if you're making more than one chick) and smush gently until they soak up the yellow. 

3. Dump them out onto a piece of wax paper or tinfoil to dry over night (or into an empty margarine container

4. Alternatively, try to find yellow cotton balls.

5. Have an egg carton cup for each child.

6. The children can trim small rectangles out around the edge so it looks like a cracked egg shell. This could also be done beforehand.

7. Have the children dab a bit of glue into the bottom of the egg carton and insert one of the cotton balls for the chick body. Dab a bit of glue and put the second cotton ball on top of the first.
8. Fold the construction paper in half and cut a triangle along the fold (so it looks like a diamond when unfolded).  Glue this beak onto the chick.

Glue the wiggly eyes on as well. If the eyes are positioned so it looked like the chick was facing up to the sky (like a hungry chick), this will keep the wiggly eyes from sliding off while they dry.
