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Craft for: All Aboard the Dinotrain
A Prehistoric Parade
Materials:

· Coloured construction paper or white paper

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Glue

Instructions:
1. Print the template pieces out for the children to colour and cut out, or print onto coloured paper.

2. Have the children decorate their dinosaurs however they would like, and add any extra features they would like, such as scales and a face. 
3. Have the children glue their dinosaurs onto a long piece of construction paper, to look like a parade.

4. If desired, the children could do two sets of the template, to have a longer parade.
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Craft for: Captain Flynn and the Pirate Dinosaurs
Tyrannosaurus Rex Snouts

Materials:

· Scissors

· Tape

· Plastic foam or paper cup with bottom removed

· Four 2 1/2 inch pieces of rick rack or zigzag pieces of material or construction paper

· Two 24 inch pieces of yarn
· Something to colour with, or coloured paper

Instructions: 

1. Starting at the bottom of the cup cut 1 wedge out of the cup. This is 1 side of the mouth. Cut another wedge out of the cup on the side opposite the first wedge.

2. For the teeth tape rick rack to the outer edges of the mouth.
3. Have the children decorate their snouts anyway they would like. They could colour or cover with coloured paper.
4. Tie a piece of yarn to each corner of the mouth. Have the children put their snouts up to their noses and tie the yarn around their heads.
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Craft for: Captain Raptor and the Moon Mystery
Tyrannosaurus Rex Dinosaur Craft
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Materials:

· Two or three 2 ft pieces of wool or string

· A few shorter snippets of wool or string

· Optional: straws

· Glue

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Poster board or cardboard

· Other paper

Instructions:

1. This craft has several options. The children could do the large dinosaur, with each piece on a different piece of paper. They could also do a smaller version, where all of the template pieces are on one page. Also, instead of a puppet, the children could simply glue all of the pieces onto a larger piece of paper.

2. Print out your template of choice for the children to colour and cut out. You will have to print 2 legs for the large version. The cutting does not have to be exact, as they will be cutting the pieces out again, unless you are not doing the puppet.
3. Next, have the children glue the template pieces to the cardboard separately. They are not trying to make it look like a dinosaur yet. If not making puppets, then skip the cardboard and just glue the pieces in a dinosaur shape onto construction paper to finish.
4. Now the pieces need to be cut out again, a bit more exact this time.

5. Next, have the children turn all of the pieces face down and assemble them to look like a dinosaur, leaving an inch between each piece.

6. The children can then take snippets of string and glue them to connect the pieces, as shown below. As an option, use straws instead of string for the legs and tail. This will keep them from spinning in the wind.
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7. Next, have the children take the 2 or 3 longs strings and glue or tape them to the back of the head, tail and body. If only using 2, skip the head or the tail.
8. Tie loops in the ends of the string to put the child’s hands through. 
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Craft for: Dancing Dinos Go the School
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Hatching Dinosaurs

Materials:

· Plastic Eggs (Like Easter Eggs)
· Pom-Poms in four different sizes
· Felt
· Rick-Rack
· Wiggle Eyes
· Optional: Empty Egg Cartons
· Tacky Glue
· Scissors
Instructions:

1. Have the children glue the pompoms together as shown.
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2. [image: image29.emf]Cut out one tail piece and two little claw pieces from felt. Either have the children do this or do it ahead of time.
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Next, the children can glue rick-rack down dinosaur's back and glue on wiggle eyes.
4. Glue tail and claws onto dinosaur and glue dinosaur into egg bottom. The dinosaur should be squishy enough that the top of the egg can go on if desired. As an option, fill an egg carton cup with Easter grass for each child and use it to store the eggs. The dinosaurs could also be placed right into the egg carton cup instead of using the plastic eggs.
Craft for: Dinorella: a Prehistoric Fairytale

Egg Carton Dinosaur

Materials:

· Empty egg cartons

· White paper

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Glue

· Coloured construction paper

· Wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child onto the white paper. Have the children colour and cut out their dinosaurs.
2. Have the children glue their dinosaurs onto a piece of coloured construction paper.

3. Next, have the children glue sections of the egg carton along the back of the dinosaur, around 5 cups.

4. The children can also glue an egg cup onto each of the dinosaur’s feet.

5. The children can then colour or paint the egg cups and glue on wiggly eyes.

6. As an option, make a free standing dinosaur. Trace the template onto cardboard, glue egg cups on top still. For the feet, cut a slit into an egg cup and put the foot into the slit.
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Craft for: Dinosailors
Make your own Stegosaurus!
Materials:

· Coloured construction paper
· Scissors

· Glue

· Crayons

· Coloured tissue paper

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child to cut out on coloured construction paper.

2. Have the children glue their dinosaur onto another piece of coloured constructions paper.

3. The children can then glue on squares of tissue paper to make the plates on the back. You can use the small template pieces for this.

4. The children can further decorate their dinosaurs as desired, such as adding a face.

Pipe-cleanosaurus
Materials:
· 8 green pipe cleaners

· Googly eyes or markers

· Pencil

· Thick marker

· Glue

Instructions:

1. Have the children connect three green pipe cleaners end to end. 
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2. The children can then bundle them around a thick marker for the body. 
3. Next, have the children connect two green pipe cleaners end to end. Bundle half around a pencil for the head, and then coil some for the neck. Leave a 1-inch [image: image37.png]
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attaching stem. 
4. Attach the head and neck by inserting the stem into the body (use glue, if desired, [image: image39.png]


for extra holding power). 
5. For the tail, the children can coil one green pipe cleaner around a pencil, leaving a 1-inch attaching stem. Insert the attaching stem into the bundle of the body.
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6. Make legs by bending two green pipe cleaners into V's, then coiling each end around a pencil. 
7. Insert the legs into the body, between the coils (and glue, if desired). 
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8. Finally, the children can glue on googly eyes or draw a face with markers. 

Alternate Craft for: Dinosaur Bob and his Adventures with the Family Lazardo
Pasta Fossils
Materials:

· A variety of uncooked pasta (spaghetti, egg noodles, rotini, macaroni, etc.)
· Black construction paper
· Glue
Instructions:

1. Give each child a variety of pasta pieces.
2. Have the children glue the pasta onto the black paper to look like a dinosaur skeleton.
3. For added effect, the children could paint the pasta once it is glued onto the paper.
4. To make this craft a bit easier, have the children first draw a dinosaur shape onto the paper with a white crayon (or do this ahead of time) and then glue the pasta pieces into the dinosaur shape.
Craft for: Dinosaurs: Encyclopedia Prehistorica
Make a Dinosaur Pop-up
Materials:

· Construction paper or card stock

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Have the children fold their paper in half to form a card.

Next, the children can draw a jagged line from the folded edge of the card to the center.
3. Have the children cut along the line starting at the folded edge.
4. The children can then fold back the top flap to form a triangle and crease with their thumb or finger, and then fold back the bottom flap to form a triangle and crease with their thumb or finger.
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5. Put the bottom triangle flap back in its original position. Put the top triangle flap back in its original position.
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Cont’d
6. Open the card up like a tent.
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7. Using their thumb or fingers, the children can push the top and bottom triangles through to the inside. Close the card and press firmly.
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8. Have the children open their Mouth Pop-ups.

9. The children can now decorate their pop-up cards. They can draw on a dinosaur face, colour in the mouth, or whatever they would like to add.

Dino Hat 
Materials:
· Construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Something to colour with

· Stapler or tape

Instructions:

1. Print out a dinosaur for each child. Have the children decorate and cut out their dinosaurs.

2. Measure a strip of paper to fit around each child’s head.

3. The children can then glue their dinosaurs to the front of the strip.

4. Staple or tape the ends of the strip together around each child’s head.

5. Have a dinosaur parade with the children wearing their dino hats.
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Craft for: Dinosaurumpus
Dinosaur Collage

Materials:

· Paper (preferably heavier paper)
· Scissors

· Glue

· Collage material: cotton, glitter, tissue paper, sand, etc.

· Something to colour with

· Optional: wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Print out a dinosaur for each child to cut out. They may need to trace the template onto heavier paper.

2. Give the children a variety of collage material to choose from to glue onto their dinosaurs.

3. The children can also colour on their dinosaurs, and add a face. As an option, they could glue on wiggly eyes.

4. Have the children name their dinosaurs after the collage materials used: cotton-saurus, tissue-saurus, sand-a-saurus, etc.
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Craft for: Drumheller Dinosaur Dance

Dinosaur Finger Puppets

Materials:
· Paper (preferably heavier paper)

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out the templates for each child.

2. Have the children colour and cut out the dinosaur finger puppets.

3. The children can have their own dance with their dinosaur finger puppets.

4. To make the puppets a bit more fun, the children could glue on wiggly eyes.

Craft for: Edwina: the Dinosaur Who Didn't Know She was Extinct
Fossils
Materials:

· Clay or dough recipe below

· Items to imprint (leaves, coins, small plastic dinosaurs, etc.)

· Optional: shoe polish and acrylic sealer
Instructions:

1. Give each child a chunk of clay or dough from the dough recipe. Have them make a rock or plaque shape.

2. The children should create a smooth surface on the top side of their rocks. They can either use water or just flatten the top on a counter or plate.

3. Have the children make imprints with different objects (a pipe cleaner was used to make the fossil in the example picture).

4. As an option, rub a bit of shoe polish and acrylic sealer over the rock and imprint once it is dry. This will make it last for months and months. The children can also bury their imprints in sand or dirt and have an expedition to dig up fossils like al palaeontologist.
Dough Recipe:
(1 cup flour, 1/2 cup salt, 1 cup water, 1 tbsp oil, 2 tsp cream of tartar)

· Mix all ingredients in a pot and stir over medium heat. 

· Mixture will be soupy with lumps. Suddenly it will form into a ball. 

· Remove from heat, and knead on a non-stick surface. 

· Useful for many types of projects. 

· Store in fridge, or allow creations to air dry. 
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Craft for: How do Dinosaurs Eat their Food
[image: image59.emf]Toilet Roll Triceratops or Brontosaurus
Materials:

· Empty toilet rolls
· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Glue

· Paper

Instructions:

1. Print out the template pieces for each child.

2. Have the children colour and cut out the pieces.

3. The first piece glued onto the toilet roll is the large rectangular piece, which goes all around the roll.

4. The children can then glue on the lead, legs and tail, as shown in the picture.
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Craft for: Little Grunt and the Big Egg
Hatching Dinosaur Eggs!
Materials:

· Paper cup

· Craft stick or small wooden dowel

· Scissors
· Glue

· Something to colour with.
Instructions:
1. Give each child a cup with a large hole poked through the bottom.

2. Have the children stick a craft stick or wooden dowel through the hole.

3. Print out the template for each child.

4. Have the children colour and cut out the dinosaur.

5. The children can then glue the dinosaur to the craft stick or dowel.

6. The children can then colour and cut out the egg shape. This can then be glued to one side of the cup. The egg will be the front of the cup.

7. Next, the children can fold in the dinosaur wings and pull it into the cup using the stick or dowel.

8. When the children push the dinosaur up, it will hatch out of the egg.

9. The children can further decorate their dinosaurs and eggs as desired.
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Craft for: Miss Smith Reads Again
Flying Dinosaurs
Materials:
· Paper (coloured or white)

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child, either onto coloured paper or onto white paper for the children to colour.

2. Have the children cut out the template pieces, and cut a slit where indicated in the side of the dinosaur body.
3. The children can then slide the wings into the slit in the body.
4. The children could also decorate their flying dinosaurs with tissue paper scales, paper shapes, wiggly eyes, or whatever else they would like to use.
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Craft for: Time Train
Daring and Dashing Dinosaur Puzzle
Materials:

· Craft sticks or heavy paper

· Paint, crayons, or markers

· Tape

· Scissors

· Paper

Instructions:

1. For this craft, you can either use the craft sticks or just heavy paper to make it easier.
2. For the craft sticks, give each child a handful of craft sticks (amount depends on how large the craft sticks are and how large you make the dinosaur.

3. Have the children lay the craft sticks side by side and tape the sticks together.

4. Flip the group of craft sticks over so the tape side is on the bottom.
5. The children can now either create their own dinosaur or trace the template onto the craft sticks. They can use paint, crayons or markers.

6. Once the children have completed their pictures, have them remove the tape from the backs of the craft sticks, mix the sticks ups, and see if they can put their dinosaurs back together.
7. For the paper version, simply print the dinosaur template onto the heavy paper (or have the children draw their own). Have the children colour the dinosaur and add a background scene (clouds, grass, etc.) if they would like.
8. The children can then cut their pictures into strips to make a puzzle (or other shapes if they would like). You may want the children to draw their pictures on just half a sheet of paper, so when cut up it does not end up in too many small pieces.
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Craft for: T is for Terrible
Tyrannosaurus Rex Mask
Materials:

· Craft sticks

· Green and white construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Tape

· Crayons

Instructions:

1. Give each child a couple of craft sticks to tape end to end to create a longer craft stick.

2. Print out the templates for each child to cut out on the green paper, including the eye holes.
3. Overlap the upper and lower templates and attach with tape or glue to create a unified mask.

4. The children can then cut out dinosaur teeth from the white paper, as many as they would like, and glue or tape to the dinosaur’s mouth.
5. The children can further decorate their masks with crayons, however they would like.

6. Finally, have the children attach the craft stick to the back of the mask, leaving enough sticking out the bottom to hold on to.
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Craft for: T-Rex

Shoeasaurus
Materials:
· Construction paper

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Glue

· Other art materials (eg. Glitter glue)

Instructions:

1. Trace around each child’s shoe onto a piece of construction paper.

2. Have the children glue on spikes, a tail, legs, feet, etc. They can use scraps of paper, or any other material on hand.

3. The children can add anything else they would like to the shoeasaurus or the rest of the paper (such as grass, trees, or a sky).

4. Have the children give their shoeasaurus a name.
Alternate Craft for: T-Rex
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Origami Claw 

Materials:

· Notebook paper or typing paper
Instructions: 

	1. Fold left corner of paper down to meet the right side of paper. 
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	5. Fold in the right side of the triangle from the right, top corner and about 1 1/2" from bottom corner. 
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	2. Fold the top right corner of the paper to meet the bottom right corner of the paper. 
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	6. Fold the triangle over again and then again to form the claw shape. 
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	3. Fold the left side of paper in to make a square. 
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	7. Tuck the remaining corner down into the triangle you just folded.
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	4. Fold the left, bottom corner up to meet the right, top corner to make a triangle. 
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	6. Stick a finger in the hole on the side of the claw as shown in the picture to place the claw on your finger. 
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Craft for: Saturday Night at the Dinosaur Stomp

Stuffed Dinosaur

Materials:

· Thick paper, 8 ½ x 11
· Scissors

· Stapler

· Something to colour with

· Newspaper, scraps of paper, or tissue paper
· Optional: hole punch and yarn

Instructions:

1. Print and cut out the template of choice for each child.

2. Have the children make two identical dinosaur tracings, using two pieces of paper. This is a good time to discuss how body the shapes differed in the different species - for example, compare the lean, long-legged meat eaters (like T. Rex and Velociraptor) to the short legged, slow moving plant-eaters (like Apatosaurus, Stegosaurus, and Ankylosaurus). 

3. Staple around the edges, leaving a hole large enough to stuff the dinosaur later
4. Have the children decorate both sides of the dinosaur, adding eyes, nostrils, camouflage, teeth, etc., using crayons, markers or paint. This is a good time to discuss the placement of facial features, and the fact that no one knows what color or patterns any of the dinosaurs were. 

5. Stuff the dinosaur with crumbled newspaper, scraps of paper, or tissue paper. 

6. Staple the remaining hole shut. 
NOTE: "Sewing" can be used as a more difficult alternative to stapling the dinosaur together. Using a hole punch, you can punch holes around the edges of the dinosaur while holding the two identical pieces together. Then the children can use yarn or string to "sew" through the holes, attaching the two sides. 
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
