Police Cars

Materials:

· Paper

· Scissors

· Brass fasteners

· Something to colour with

· Glue

Instructions:

1. Print out the template pieces for each child to colour and cut out.

2. The children can attach the wheels to the police car with brass fasteners so they can spin.

3. For the doors, fold back the rectangular flap. Glue this flap to the car so that the doors can open and close.

4. The children can further decorate their cars. They may want to draw someone sitting in the car behind the doors. 
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Craft for: Coyote's New Suit
Porcupine Paper Plate Craft
Materials:

· Paper plate

· Black marker

· Brown cardboard, card stock or construction paper
· Scissors or cutter
· Glue
Instructions:

1. For each child, cut a regular size paper plate in half then trim off the edge, leaving a little of the curve of the plate. 
2. Have the children draw a face in one corner of the plate.
3. Cut a large number of quills. The heavier the paper used, like cardboard, the better. Using a cutter would be the quickest way. Make sure that one end of each quill is wide and the other is pointed.
4. Have the children glue the quills on starting at the tail end, so they overlap as they go towards the front.
5. If desired, the children could first paint the plates brown, or cover with brown paper.

Cat Handprint 

Materials:

· Wallpaper samples or construction paper

· Pencil or paint

· Something to colour with

· Liquid detergent cap

Instructions:

1. The children first need to choose a rug for their cats to sit on. They can either cut one out of wallpaper samples or out of construction paper.

2. The children can then put their handprints upright onto the rug (fingers together, thumb outstretched a little becomes the tail). They can either use paint on their hands to make the handprint, or just trace the hand onto the rug with a pencil.

3. Use the top of a liquid detergent cap to make a circle at the top of the handprint (to become the cat's head).
4. The children can then add facial features, whiskers, etc. Have the children name their kitten.

Candy Cats 

Materials:

· Black film container

· Cord for necklace

· Black and pink craft foam

· Black pipe cleaners (1 cut in 6 even pieces)

· Wiggle eyes

· Pink pompom

· Jelly beans 
· Hot glue gun

Instructions:

1. For each child, punch a hole in the bottom of a film container. Thread the cord through the container bottom and cut the cord long enough to string around the child’s neck. Tie off the string and hot glue it inside the container.
2. Have the children cut 2 black ears with pink insides out of craft foam. Glue these to the container.
3. Hot glue 2 wiggle eyes to film container, a pink pom-pom for nose and 3 black pipe cleaners on each side of the nose.
4. Have the children shape the tail out of the black pipe cleaner and hot glue to the back of the container.
5. The children can then fill their containers with jelly beans. Eat and wear!

Paper Bag Squirrel

Materials:

· Paper lunch bag

· Pine cone (or suitable substitute, such as scrunched up paper)
· Ribbon

· Brown construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Tape

· Scrap papers

· Crayons

Instructions:

1. To begin, have the children open their bags and stuff most of the way full of paper scraps or newspaper.

2. The children can then fold over the opening of the bag so it becomes a flat rectangle and tape it shut. Make sure that this end is flat; otherwise the squirrel won't stand up straight.
3. The children can then take a piece of colorful ribbon and tie it tightly around the bag about 2/3 of the way up from the bottom. This will differentiate the squirrel's head from his body. Tie the ribbon with a nice bow in the front.
4. The children can next cut out 4 very simple squirrel arms and legs. They can cut just very basic shapes - small rectangles with curved ends. Tape or glue them onto the bottom and sides of the paper bag.
5. Next cut out two squirrel ears and tape or glue them onto the top of the squirrel's head.
6. Have the children attach their pinecones to the back side of the paper bag to make a great tail for the squirrel! Tape or glue it in place. 
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To finish, the children can decorate their squirrel's face, adding great facial features.

Pine Cone Squirrel
Materials:

· Pine Cone 

· 1 Inch Tan Pompom 

· Tan, Bumpy Chenille Stem 

· Tan, Pipe Cleaner 

· Wiggle Eyes 

· 5mm Black Pompom 

· Glue
Instructions:

1. First have the children glue the tan pom-pom on the pointy end of the pine cone to be the squirrel's head.

2. Glue the wiggly eyes and black pompom onto the tan pompom. 

3. Ears could be made out of a scrap piece of felt, a small length of pipe cleaner, tiny pom-poms, or even paper.
4. For the tail, cut 2 bumps from the chenille stem for each child. They can fold them in half and twist the ends together. Glue the ends to the back of the pine cone, and bend the top of the tail down a bit. 

5. Make hands and feet simply by cutting pieces of a tan pipe cleaner. 
6. For a finishing touch, the squirrel can be holding an acorn made out of a tan bead and a bit of brown felt.

Instructions:

1. Have the children fold their piece of construction paper in half the long way.
2. About a half-inch from the fold line, make another fold. Do this on both sides of the original fold. The paper should now look a bit like a capital "W." The folds will be the bottom of the canoe.
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3. Have the children draw a canoe shape on the paper, or do this for them (make sure the folds are on the bottom of the canoe).
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4. Have the children cut out the canoe shape and punch a few holes on each end.
5. Using yarn, have the children weave through the holes.
6. Push the folded floor flat so that the canoe sits upright.

Instructions:

1. Using the template, have the children cut bat wings out of the black paper. If you don’t have black paper cups, you can just cover white cups in black paper.

2. Have the children glue the wings onto the back of the cup.
3. The children can then create a bat face with pieces of coloured paper or with stickers.

Bat Mask

Materials:

· 9-inch paper plate

· Scissors

· Hole punch

· Elastic or string

· Blue paint, crayons, or markers

· Glue

· Thin black cardboard

· Glow in the dark stars, or aluminum foil.

· Pipe cleaners (optional)
Instructions:

1. Give each child half of a paper plate. Have the children colour or paint their paper plate blue to resemble a nighttime sky. (Remember, bats are awake when most of us are fast asleep!)

2. Using the template, have the children trace and cut out a bat outline from the thin black cardboard (or construction paper).

3. For each child, hole punch a hole in each corner near the straight edge of the plate and put the string through so that it will fit around the child’s head for a mask.
4. The children can then glue the top of the black bat just above the straight edge of the plate.
5. For the eye holes, have the children put their masks up to their faces, and measure where their eyes are. Punch a hole for each eye.

6. The children can also add stars and a moon cut from aluminum foil, or glow in the dark stars.

7. As an option, add pipe cleaner feet, and cut out eyes and a bat beak, too.

Galloping Horses

Materials:

· Coloured or white paper (heavier the better)

· Construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Clothes pins

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child. The horses can either be cut out of coloured paper or out of white paper for the children to colour themselves.

2. Have the children glue the mane and tail onto their horses.

3. They can also add a saddle, and anything else they would like.

4. Once finished, the children can attach clothes pins to the body of the horse so it can stand on its own. Cut a small hole above the legs for the clothespin to go through, so it will be hidden by the legs.

Cute Cork Horse
Materials:

· Corks

· Brown pipe cleaners

· Paint or markers

· Toothpicks

· Brown yarn

· Glue

Instructions:

1. Each child will need 2 whole corks and one cut in half lengthwise.

2. To assemble the horses, the children can use pieces of toothpicks to hold the corks together. You could also use glue along with or instead of toothpicks. One whole cork is the body, the half cork is the neck, and the other whole cork is the head.
3. For ears, the children can use small pieces of pipe cleaner.
4. For the tail, the children can glue on pieces of the brown yarn.

5. The children can then paint their horses or colour with markers. They could colour the whole thing or just add a face.

Whale Stain Glass 

Materials:

· Contact Paper or Waxed Paper 
· Tissue Paper or Construction Paper 
· Googly Eyes

Instructions:

1. Give each child a piece of contact paper (or glue and wax paper) cut out as a whale. Use the template provided.
2. Have the children cover their whale shapes with pieces of tissue paper or construction paper in a variety of colours.

3. Trim excess paper from around the whale shape.

4. If desired, the children could place another piece of contact paper over the tissue paper squares to keep the squares stuck down. Trim this piece of contact paper around the whale shape as well.

5. Punch a hole in the top of each whale, and tie a piece of string or yarn through the hole so the whale can be hung in a window.

Materials:

· Coloured construction paper

· Plain paper

Instructions:

1. Give each child a large piece of background paper.

2. Using the templates, have the children cut out a pond, birds and plant. They can either be cut out of coloured paper or out of plain paper for the children to colour themselves.

3. The children can glue all of the pieces onto the background paper.

4. The children can cut out other shapes or draw other items onto their ponds if they would like.

Teepee

Materials:

· 4 straight twigs (about a foot long each, or as big as you would like the teepees to be)

· Yarn, twine, or a rubber band 

· A large, brown paper grocery bag 

· Scissors 

· A pencil 

· Crayons, tempera paint, or markers 

· Tape
Instructions:

1. The children will first need to bind the twigs together toward the top using yarn, string, or a rubber band. Leave about 3 inches of twig at one side of the string. Do not bind the twigs too tightly.
2. Gently adjust the twigs so that they form a tepee shape.

3. Holding the tepee above a piece of scrap paper, trace the outline of one side of each child’s tepee. This will be your template for making the tepee. Have the children out the triangular template.
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4. Open up a large paper bag along its seams. Lay your triangle template on the opened bag and trace its outline.

5. Trace the triangle 3 more times with the long edges touching.
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6. Cut out this large polygon along the outside edge. Cut a door on one edge. 

7. The children can decorate the tepee using crayons or markers.
8. Fold the paper along each of the pencil lines. Then form the paper into a tepee shape and tape the edges together.
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9. Snip off the top of the tepee (the twigs will go through this hole).
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10. Put the twigs into the tepee. Tape the twigs into place - each twig is taped along a fold line. 
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Craft for: Long Night Moon 

Paper Moon and Foil Stars

Materials:
· Aluminum Foil 

· A White Paper Plate 

· A Pencil 

· Dark Blue or Black Construction Paper 

· Safety Scissors

Instructions:

1. First, have the children draw the shape of the moon with their pencil on a paper plate. 

2. Now, have the children cut out their moons. As an option, the children could use the whole plate for a full moon instead of a half moon.

3. Next, the children can draw some stars on the aluminum foil. They don’t have to be perfect stars – they can look however you’d like! Have the children tear or cut out those star shapes.

4. The children can then glue or paste the moon and stars onto their blue or black construction paper. 
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Alternate Craft for: Long Night Moon 

Owl Paper Plate Craft
Materials:

· 3 paper plates 

· Yellow, brown or orange construction paper
· Scissors 

· Glue (or a stapler) 

· Googly eyes (optional) 

· Crayons, paint or markers
Instructions:

1. On one of their paper plates, have the children fold about a third of the plate over (have the bottom of the plate facing forward). This paper plate will be the owl's head.
2. On the folded part, cut two short slits and fold them back up. (These will be the owl's tufts - although they look like ears, they are only feathers. An owl's ears are simple holes on the sides of the head). Glue the center section down.
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3. The children can then glue googly eyes on the folded-down section (or cut two large circles and glue them down, and then draw a dark dot in the center).
4. Using construction paper, have the children cut out a small half-circle with a little square off the rounded side. You may want to draw this for them beforehand. Curve the edges around, forming a cone. Glue or staple it shut.
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5. The children can then glue the cone to the paper plate (using the rectangle, folded inside the cone), just beneath the folded part of the paper plate.

6. Next, they can glue or staple the head to another paper plate.

7. For the wings, the children can cut another plat in half and glue or staple the halves to the body at a slight angle.

8. Cut two feet from construction paper and glue them to the body.
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To finish, the children can colour their owls, drawing feathers, wings, or other patterns.
Craft for: Mole's Hill
Paper Bag Skunks
Materials:

· Black paper bag (or a brown lunch bag painted black)

· Black and white construction paper

· Scissors
· Scrap paper

· Tape

· Glue

· Cotton balls

· Crayons

Instructions:

1. To start, have the children stuff their bags about ¾ full with scraps of paper. Stuff the bottom of the bag fuller than the top of the bag to create a sloping skunk body.
2. The children can then take the top of the paper bag and fold the two corners in to create a pointed triangle and tape in place. This will be the skunk’s head.

3. Have the children flip their bags over. The can cut out a large tail, four simple rectangular feet and two skunk ears. They can glue or tape these pieces to their paper bag bodies.

4. From the white paper, the children can cut out two white zigzag stripes. One is for the body and one is for the head. They can also cut out and glue on white eyes.

5. The children can further decorate their skunks with crayons and cotton balls for fur.
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Alternate Craft for: Mole's Hill
Walnut Shell Skunk Magnet
Materials: 
· Walnut shells 
· Black & White Paint

· Glue

· Googly Eyes

· Black & White Chenille Pipe Cleaners

· Optional: Magnet
Instructions:
1. Give each child one half of a walnut shell. Have them paint this black

2. The children can then glue googly eyes on narrow end of the shell.
3. For the tail, have the children glue on one white and two black chenille pipe cleaners cut into small sections

4. Across the bottom of the shell, the children can glue two small sections of a black chenille pipe cleaner to form the feet on each side.
5. If you choose to make magnet, have the children glue a magnet to the leg strips.

Craft for: Morning on the Lake 

Paper Bag Bald Eagle Craft

Materials:
· a paper lunch bag  
· white paint or white paper
· some crayons  
· scissors  
· glue 
· paper

· Optional: big wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Get familiar with the paper bag, while it is lying flat. On one side there is a flippy tab, which is usually the bottom of the bag when it is to carry something. This flippy tab is the head. The other side of the bag, which is smooth, is the back of the puppet. Underneath the flippy tab is the mouth. The rest of the bag is the body. There is a flap of paper on each side of the bag – this is where the wings will be glued into.

Handheld ribbon streamers

Materials:

· Paper towel roll tube 

· Tacky glue 

· Scissors 

· Three colours of ribbon

· Hole punch 

· Measuring tape, ruler, or yardstick 

Instructions:
1. The children can first wrap ribbon around the paper towel tube, applying tacky glue under the ribbon as they work. They can use one colour, or alternate colours. The ribbon can be wrapped at an angle or horizontally, whatever you prefer. 

2. After ribbon is applied and glue has dried, punch 9 holes in the bottom of the paper towel tube with the hole punch. 

3. For each child, cut three strips of each colour of ribbon, about 46 inches long. 

4. Tie a knot in the top of each strip of ribbon. 

5. The children can then pull each of the strips through the holes so the knot is on the inside of the tube. 
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Craft for: SkySisters 

Northern Light Streamers

Materials:
· Paper Towel Tube (toilet paper tube will work too) 

· Crepe Paper Streamers (a few different colors- five works well) 

· Glue Stick 

· Coloured Chalk or Pastels
· Black Construction Paper 

· Elastic Band 

Instructions: 

1. Measure the length of the tube. Cut the black construction paper to that same length or a wee bit longer. Cut the paper into a width that fits around the paper roll and overlaps by at least 1/2 inch. Put the black paper piece around the tube and secure with glue. 
2. Give one tube (with paper around it) to each child. Have them take the rolls of crepe streamer and roll out an arms stretched out length of streamer. Cut it off and set it aside. Do this five times using a variety of colours. 
3. Have the children glue all around one end of the tube, and then place one end of the streamer pieces on the end of the tube (with the main length of the streamer facing away from the tube), overlapping by about half a streamer as you go. Add more glue if necessary. 
4. The children can then colour the black paper with the chalk or pastels to look like Northern Lights. 
5. Now comes the fun part. Run around waving the streamer. The different colours look like Northern Lights waving behind (or beside) you. Have fun!

Handprint Trees
Materials:

· Green construction paper

· Background construction paper

· Brown construction paper or brown crayon

Instructions:

1. Have the children first trace their hands several times onto the green paper. To create a fall tree, use orange or yellow paper, or a combination of colours.
2. Have the children cut their hands out.

3. The children can then make a tree trunk. They can either cut one out of brown construction paper and glue it to the background paper, or draw the trunk right onto the background paper with brown crayon.
