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Craft for: Carl’s Nose
Puppy Dog Ornament

Materials:

· Ping pong ball or Styrofoam ball 
· Black felt

· Scissors

· Tacky glue

· 2 wiggle eyes

· 3/4" white pompom

· 1/4" black pompom

· Decorative string or ribbon

· Paper

· Pencil

Instructions:

1. Notice where the wording is located on the ping pong ball and plan for the ears to cover it up. 

2. Glue on the white pom pom for the nose. 

3. Glue the black pom pom on the white pom pom. 

4. Glue on the wiggle eyes. 

5. Cut a piece of decorative string or ribbon for the hanger. Knot the ends. 

6. Glue the hanger above the wiggle eyes. Note: This should be in the middle of the wording on the ball. 

7. Draw some ears on the paper and cut out. Experiment until you get the shape and size of ears you want for your puppy. Or, use the template ears.
8. Trace your pattern on the felt and cut out. 

9. Glue the ears on the top of the puppy and over the ends of the hanger. 

10. Let dry. 
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Ear Template
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Craft for: The Great Fuzz Frenzy
Groundhog Toilet Paper Roll Craft

Materials:

· A toilet paper roll
· Glue

· Something to colour with

· Scissors

· Paper

Instructions:

1. Print out a template for each child.
2. Have the children colour and cut out all of the pieces for their groundhogs.
3. Glue the large rectangular piece around the toilet paper tube.
4. Glue the head and arms onto the front of the toilet paper roll.
5. Fold the feet and glue the tabs to the inside of the tube.
Template
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Craft for: I Wanna Iguana
Pet Placemat

Materials:

· Coloured pieces of craft foam or construction paper
· Large piece of coloured craft foam or construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Crayons and/or markers

· Optional: clear Contact paper

Instructions:

1. Give each child a large piece of craft foam or construction paper, either left in a square or cut in an oval. The children could also cut their own shape out.

2. If using craft foam, have the template shapes traced onto different colours of foam for each child.
3. If using construction paper, print the template shapes onto the paper for the children to cut out.

4. The children can glue the shapes around the sides of the mat, leaving the middle open for a dish. 

5. Have the children write the name of their pet on the placemat. This should be done with permanent marker on the foam mat.

6. The children can decorate the mats further by drawing or colouring.

7. The paper placemats can be laminated or covered with clear Contact paper to make them waterproof.
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Craft for: Move Over Rover
Yarn Dog

Materials:

· Coloured yarn

· Paper

· Glue

Instructions:

1. Print out the dog template onto paper for each child. The dog can either be cut out and glued onto coloured paper for a background, or left as it.
2. Have the yarn cut into 1 or 2 inch strands. Give each child a handful of the yarn.

3. The children glue the yarn onto the dog to make hair and a tail.

4. Have the children draw a mouth and eyes onto their dogs.

5. Have each child name his or her dog.

6. Scraps and strips of coloured paper could also be used as an alternate to the yarn.

Dog Templates
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Craft for: My Penguin Osbert
Foamie Marshmallow Penguins

Materials:

· Large foamie marshmallows

· Black permanent marker

· Yellow craft foam or construction paper

· 10mm wiggle eyes

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Use a permanent black marker to colour the marshmallows black except the face and belly. This could be done beforehand if the markers are too messy for the children. 
2. Have tiny triangles for the nose and long rounded triangles for the feet cut out for the children to glue onto their penguins.

3. Glue on the wiggle eyes.
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Craft for: Not Afraid of Dogs
Puppy Yarn Bug

Materials:

· Brown, white, black, and/or tan yarn

· Brown, white, black, and/or tan craft foam or construction paper

· Wiggle eyes
· Pipe cleaner

· Empty egg carton or Styrofoam ball

· Heavy cardboard

· Glue

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Print pattern for ears, nose, and feet onto paper. If using craft foam, print on regular paper, staple to the foam and trim the outlines. Either cut the pieces out ahead of time or have the children cut their own pieces out.

2. Make a pompom by wrapping yarn around the heavy cardboard at least 100 times.

3. Cut a 6 inch piece of yarn and slide it under one side of the wrapped yarn and tie tightly.

4. Turn the yarn wrapped cardboard over and cut completely through the yarn on this side. Turn the yarn blob sideways and smooth down strands.
5. Give each child either one section of the egg carton or a Styrofoam ball.

6. Glue the egg carton or ball to the feet.

7. Glue the pompom to the carton or ball.

8. Glue on the eyes and nose.
9. Cut 3" ovals out of craft foam for floppy ears or 1" triangles for upright ears. Glue a piece of pipe cleaner to the back and push into the Styrofoam ball. Cut other details -- like spots -- out of foam and glue on. Use 1/8" hole punch to make spots on cheeks.
10. This craft can easily be sized smaller by using a smaller square of cardboard and a smaller Styrofoam ball.

Alternate Craft for: Not Afraid of Dogs
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Toilet Roll Puppy Puppet
Materials:

· Toilet Paper Roll
· Jumbo craft stick

· Tacky glue

· Markers and/or crayons

· Wiggle eyes

· Paper

· Scissors

Instructions: 

1. Cover the toilet roll with white (or whatever colour the children want) paper.

2. If desired, print out the template pieces for dog and ears.

3. Have the children decorate their rolls like a dog. They can colour or could also glue on different coloured bits of paper.

4. Glue on the wiggly eyes.

5. Have the children design ears for their dogs and cut them out. Or, use the template ears.
6. Glue the ears to the dog.

7. Glue the craft stick inside of the tube for a handle.

Fish in a Fish Bowl
Materials:

1. Construction paper and poster board 
2. Sandwich size resealable bag 
3. Fish tank gravel

4. Easter grass

5. Staples 
6. Glue 
7. Different colors of paper to cut fish from.
Instructions:

1. Print out the fish bowl pattern and cut out two fish bowls shapes from construction paper and two from poster board.
2.  Staple a plastic bag around the edge of the cut out construction paper fish bowls on all sides except the top. Have the children put a handful of gravel, some Easter grass, and some fish that they drew and cut out inside the bag. Have them arrange the fish the way they want. 
3. Seal the bag and staple it to the paper. It should be stapled all the way around near the edge of the cut out. 
4. Now glue the poster board fish bowls on top of the construction paper fish bowls to cover up the staples.

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Alternate Craft for: Not Norman
Goldfish in Bowl

Materials:

· Blue, white, and other coloured construction paper

· Glue

· Scissors

· Crayons and/or markers

Instructions:

1. Print out a template of the goldfish bowl on white paper for each child.
2. Have the children cut the goldfish bowl out, or have them cut out ahead of time.
3. Overlay the bowl shape on a piece of blue paper to add water to your goldfish bowl. Alternatively, the blue paper could also be cut in the shape of the bowl, and the white bowl glued on top of that. These could then be glued onto another piece of paper for a different background colour.
4.  Now you are ready to add fish. Print and cut out fish templates for each child.
5. The children can decorate the fish with crayons, markers and papers. 
6. Glue the fish inside the goldfish bowl. Great Job!

Police Badges and Hat

Materials:

· Heavy paper
· Scissors

· Crayons

· Safety pins or tape

· Optional: aluminum foil

Instructions:

1. Print out a template of the hat and badge for each child.

2. Have the children cut out the templates.

3. The children can then decorate their hat and badge. They could also cover the badge in aluminum foil.

4. Attach a safety pin to the back of each badge. Alternatively, the badges can just be taped to the children.

5. Measure a strip of paper around each child’s head for a headband.

6. Attach the hat to the front of the headband.

7. Attach the ends of the headband together.

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Craft for: Please Puppy Please
Puppy Marionette

Materials:
· 4 brass paper fasteners
·  Markers or crayons 
· Glue stick
·  2 feet of string
·  Large craft stick
·  Scissors
·  Pencil
·  Paper punch
· Cardboard or heavy paper
Instructions:

1.  Print out the pattern pieces. If using paper, print directly onto the paper. If using cardboard, cut out the pattern pieces and trace onto the cardboard.

2. Cut the amount of pieces indicated by the templates.
3. Glue the two head pieces together. Repeat for the body and each pair of legs. 
4. Punch out the holes. 
5. Color both sides of each piece. 
6. Fasten pieces together with paper fasteners. 
7. Cut string into two 12" pieces. Attach one string to top of head and one to the end of the tail. Attach the other end of each string to each side of the craft stick.
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Template
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Craft for: A Tale of Two Dogs
Dog Photo Album

Materials:
· Black Bristol board or construction paper
· Green (or other colours) Bristol board or construction paper

· White paper

· Yarn or string

· Scissors

· Ruler

· Markers or crayons

· Glue

· Hole punch

· Table knife

Instructions:

1. Each child will need 2 pieces of the coloured paper and 6 pieces of the black. These can be whatever size you would like to make the photo albums. Just make sure the puppy template fits onto the coloured paper, and the black pieces of paper are smaller than the coloured pieces.
2. Print the dog template out on the white paper for the children to cut out and colour.

3. On one piece of the black paper, punch 5 evenly spaced holes along one short side. Using this as a pattern, trace the holes onto the remaining pieces of black paper and punch them out. Do the same for the front and back covers. If each child has one already punched paper to start with, then they can trace where the holes go onto the other papers.

4. Line the holes up, with the coloured paper on the outside and black on the inside.

5. Stitch the album together with the yarn, as shown below, tying a knot at each end.
6. Lay the ruler beside the holes on the front cover, and run the table knife along the ruler. Open the cover along the line.

7. The children can then glue their puppy pictures onto the front of the album.
8. Photos can be attached to the pages of the album with tape.
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
